LETTER FROM THE BOARD
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This is an explanatory statement given to all Shareholders relating to a resolution to
be proposed at the Annual General Meeting for approving the Repurchase Mandate. This
explanatory statement contains all the information required pursuant to Rule 10.06(1)(b)
and other relevant provisions of the Listing Rules which is set out as follows:

1. SHARE CAPITAL

As at the Latest Practicable Date, there was a total of 6,208,734,000 Shares in issue.
Subject to the passing of the resolution granting the Repurchase Mandate and on the basis
that no further Shares are issued or repurchased during the period from the Latest
Practicable Date to the Annual General Meeting, the Company will be allowed under the
Repurchase Mandate to repurchase a maximum of 620,873,400 Shares, being 10% of the
issued share capital of the Company as at the date of the passing of the relevant resolution
at the Annual General Meeting.

2. REASONS FOR SHARE REPURCHASE

The Directors have no present intention to repurchase any Shares but consider that
the ability to do so would give the Company additional flexibility that would be beneficial
to the Company and the Shareholders as such repurchase may, depending on market
conditions and funding arrangements at the time, lead to an enhancement of the net assets
value of the Company and/or its earning per Share and will only be made when the
Directors believe that such a repurchase will benefit the Company and the Shareholders as
a whole.

As compared with the financial position of the Company as at 31 December 2011 (as
disclosed in the audited accounts contained in the annual report of the Company for the
year ended 31 December 2011), the Directors consider that there would not be any material
adverse impact on the working capital and on the gearing position of the Company in the
event that the proposed repurchase were to be carried out in full during the proposed
repurchase period.

In accordance with
the laws of the Cayman Islands, the shares so repurchased would be treated as cancelled
but the aggregate amount of authorised share capital would not be reduced.

In the event that the Directors exercise in full the
power to repurchase the Shares which is proposed to be granted pursuant to the
Repurchase Mandate, the shareholding of Mr. Kang Baohua and his associates in the
Company will be increased to approximately 61.13%. Such an increase will not give rise to
an obligation to make a mandatory offer in accordance with Rules 26 and 32 of the
Takeovers Code.
