INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this circular is to provide you the notice of Annual General Meeting
and the proposals to be put forward at the Annual General Meeting for (i) the grant of the
General Mandate and the Repurchase Mandate; (ii) the extension of the General Mandate to
include Shares repurchased pursuant to the Repurchase Mandate; and (iii) the re-election of
retiring Directors.

LETTER FROM THE BOARD
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This is an explanatory statement given to all Shareholders relating to a resolution to be
proposed at the Annual General Meeting for approving the Repurchase Mandate. This
explanatory statement contains all the information required pursuant to Rule 10.06(1)(b) and
other relevant provisions of the Listing Rules which is set out as follows:

1. SHARE CAPITAL

As at the Latest Practicable Date, there was a total of 6,208,734,000 Shares in issue.
Subject to the passing of the resolution granting the Repurchase Mandate and on the basis
that no further Shares are issued or repurchased during the period from the Latest
Practicable Date to the date of the Annual General Meeting, the Company will be allowed
under the Repurchase Mandate to repurchase a maximum of 620,873,400 Shares, being 10%
of the issued share capital of the Company as at the date of the passing of the relevant
resolution at the Annual General Meeting during the period ending on the earliest of (a) the
conclusion of the next annual general meeting of the Company; (b) the expiration of the
period within which the next annual general meeting of the Company is required to be held
under the applicable laws or the Articles of Association; and (c) the revocation or variation
of the authority given under the resolution by an ordinary resolution of the Shareholders in
general meeting.

2. REASONS FOR SHARE REPURCHASE

The Directors have no present intention to repurchase any Shares but consider that the
ability to do so would give the Company additional flexibility that would be beneficial to
the Company and the Shareholders as such repurchase may, depending on market conditions
and funding arrangements at the time, lead to an enhancement of the net assets value of the
Company and/or its earning per Share and will only be made when the Directors believe that
such a repurchase will benefit the Company and the Shareholders as a whole.

As compared with the financial position of the Company as at 31 December 2013 (as
disclosed in its audited accounts contained in the annual report of the Company for the year
ended 31 December 2013), the Directors consider that there would not be any material
adverse impact on the working capital and on the gearing position of the Company in the
event that the proposed repurchase were to be carried out in full during the proposed
repurchase period.

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In addition, under the laws of the Cayman Islands, payment out of capital by a
company for the purchase by a company of its own shares is unlawful unless immediately
following the date on which the payment is proposed to be made, the company shall be able
to pay its debts as they fall due in the ordinary course of business. In accordance with the
laws of the Cayman Islands, the shares so repurchased would be treated as cancelled but the
aggregate amount of authorised share capital would not be reduced.

None of the Directors nor, to the best of their knowledge and belief having made all
reasonable enquiries, any of their associates, has any present intention to sell any Shares to
the Company in the event that the Repurchase Mandate is granted by the Shareholders.

In the event that the Directors exercise in full the
power to repurchase the Shares which is proposed to be granted pursuant to the Repurchase
Mandate, the shareholding of Mr. Kang Baohua and his associates in the Company will be
increased to approximately 61.72%. Such an increase will not give rise to an obligation to
make a mandatory offer in accordance with Rules 26 and 32 of the Takeovers Code.

(iii) the date upon which the authority set out in this resolution is revoked
or varied by way of ordinary resolution of the Company in general
meeting; and

“Rights Issue” means an offer of shares open for a period fixed by the
Directors to holders of ordinary shares on the register of members of the
Company on a fixed record date in proportion to their then holdings of such
shares (subject to such exclusion or other arrangements as the Directors may
deem necessary or expedient in relation to fractional entitlements or having
regard to any restrictions or obligations under the laws of, or the
requirements of any regulatory body or any stock exchange in, any territory
outside Hong Kong).”;
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7. To consider and, if thought fit, pass the following resolution as an ordinary
resolution of the Company:

“THAT:

(a) subject to paragraph (c) below, the exercise by the Directors during the
Relevant Period (as hereinafter defined) of all the powers of the Company to

“THAT conditional upon the passing of resolutions nos. 6 and 7 above, the
general mandate to the Directors pursuant to resolution no. 6 be and is hereby
extended by the addition thereto of an amount representing the aggregate nominal
amount of share capital of the Company purchased by the Company under the
authority granted pursuant to the resolution no. 7, provided that such amount shall
not exceed 10% of the aggregate nominal amount of the issued share capital of
the Company as at the date of passing this resolution.”
